EMERGENCY FOOD PANTRY
We are still in desperate need of food items for our food pantry. Please help by bringing food any weekend to church or to the rectory. 
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          I’m sure that everyone has noticed by now that many maintenance items are now unfolding around the plant as spring takes hold.  Now is a great time to take care of these matters as the good weather sets in. 
     I trust you have noticed the planter on the quadrangle between the Church and the rectory.  I thought it would help to bring those two beautiful spaces closer together and tie them in.  Ann Hartnett planted them beautifully for the Easter season. Soon Chris Keller will be planting some new bushes around  the rectory – a few small ones – the foundation stones around the house are so beautiful one would not want to cover them up completely once again as they had been before.  

     Now for more significant work – the steps surrounding the main entrance to our Church  will be removed and reset.  They were falling apart at the seams and the set on the Main Street side of the church were especially in need of attention.  There were huge holes under the handicapped ramp which needed to be filled in again.  Over the next weeks the masons will continue to work on the front steps of the church and I’m told that dangerous lip that we all fall over as we exit the building is going too disappear.  Thank God for small favors. As you can also see some  sidewalk work is also taking place. We shall try to keep the disturbances to  our moving in and out of the building  to a minimum, making a mess only on the weekdays.  After the steps are completed, it’s on to the Church chimney.  Unfortunately that is going to cost a  big number since its so high and a lift has to be imported to deal with it.  But when you look up at it, you can see it is a mess.  The back chimney of the rectory will have to be capped – hopefully it will not have to be taken down, since it has been leaking and making a mess in Fr. Bay’s old rooms. The fireplaces that were served by it have not been in use for many years. 
     Speaking of the rectory – along with the Church we are tackling the rectory kitchen, laundry, and back restroom.  Demolition is completed – when the workers were taking out walls they found an advertisement for school supplies dated 1962.  That tells us nothing had been done in the kitchen for 50 years.   I think you will agree that it is time – although 50 years ago it definitely was a state of the art kitchen.  It probably was ready for the Smithsonian.  I will be especially glad to  get the washer and dryer up to the first floor.  We are too old too lug laundry down a narrow staircase to the basement. Should be finished with this project by around July 1st.  I just love living with a microwave. Perhaps if I survive the kitchen, we shall take on the hall ways next. 
     Our Religious Education Program is slowly coming to an end for the year and I just want to thank everyone who has worked so hard with the staff to make it a success and allow us to do so much with our young people. Good Catechists and active parents are critical for the success of any program and you are the best. I know many of you have enjoyed the presenters who have come to speak with our parents on the first Monday of each month.  And I congratulate you on the number who have come each month to receive this input.  We educate and update ourselves in everything but our faith. Taking part in these adult offerings is so countercultural and challenges us to grow in our life of faith.  Please keep up the good work. 
     Finally, a word on the upcoming CARNIVAL.  It opens in 10 days and always stands in need of help with the shifts.  Last year it was a great transition, since we no longer had a school community to work it and had to rely entirely on the parish family.  You certainly rose to the occasion with your gifts of time and energy.  Once again we need these gifts.  
     The raffle is coming along. If you are able, taking the chances helps to support our endeavor and is greatly appreciated.  I might mention that our beloved Sister Thomasine’s chariot had over 100,000 miles on it and her new wheels were purchased last month with some of the profits from last year’s Raffle.
