Last weekend’s collection: $4,645.00
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As May comes to a close and we prepare to begin those wonderful days of summer, I just want to say thank you once again to all those who helped to insure the success of this year’s carnival.  It was a smashing success. 

The net proceeds amounted to $36,711.05 and the profit from the raffle amounted to $6,113.93 for a grand total of $42,824.98.  Quite impressive I might say.  

As June 30th approaches it will have been two years since Saint Mary’s school closed. At that time I and the Finance Council had hoped that the ordinary parish income generated from the Sunday offerings along with several fund raising events held throughout the year would carry us financially and pay the salaries, bills and ordinary repairs.   Praise God this has been the case over the last two years.

Big projects and extraordinary items would be taken care of using funds taken from the rents we receive from our other buildings. That has been the case and as you can plainly see we have completed a number of important projects on the parish plant over the past two years.  The stone steps around the front of the church has been removed and reset over the last month.  A very costly project.  The chimney on the Church is next and the back chimney on the rectory has been allowing a great deal of water into the back set of rooms.  We may have to take it down. There have been leaks in the cafeteria roof of the school and that, along with the gym roof, will probably be replaced next month. Those roofs were put on eighteen years ago.  So they are due for replacement - so much for spending our rental income. There is always something to be done.
