HIS WORD TODAY by Rev. William J. Reilly

THE MOST HOLY TRINITY

“Early in the morning, Moses went up on Mount Sinai as the Lord had commanded him, taking along the two stone tablets. Having come down in a cloud the Lord stood with him there and proclaimed his name, “Lord”.  Thus the Lord passed before him and cried out: ‘The Lord, the Lord, a merciful and gracious God, slow to anger and rich in kindness and fidelity.’… ‘If I find favor with you, O Lord, do come along in our company’”

Moses certainly had a special task leading God’s holy people. Going one on one on the mountain and bringing God’s wishes to a waiting people was not always easy. Frequently challenged and often frustrated, he knew a God who was merciful, gracious, kind and faithful. God revealed  himself in this way, enabling the lawgiver to carry out his tasks.

How often do I consider these attributes of God?  I know a God who offers me mercy for my shortcomings. He is a God who watches over me. I see His kindness in the person of Jesus. I am strengthened to be faithful because of the Spirit he has given to me.

My relationship with the Trinity is real. I know of the mystery of the Trinity through the Scriptures.  I experience the mystery of the Trinity in these attributes found in the book of Exodus and lived in my daily life.
