“Remember how for forty years now the Lord your God has directed all your journeying in the desert so as to test you by affliction and find out whether or not it was your intention to keep his commandments.  He then afflicted you with hunger and then fed you with manna.”… “and is not the bread we eat a sharing in the body of Christ?” 
The journey of the people of Israel, through the desert, with the parting of the Red Sea, and eventual entrance to the promised land is celebrated in epic movie productions. The care God showed for His people was found in water from the rock, the quail and manna to provide sustenance. The scriptures show God’s hand was with them.

We too are tested in many ways, and perhaps for the same purpose, to find out our intention of  really following the Lord, of keeping His commandments. How sad that at times, we find the challenge of the gospel a great inconvenience. Can I open my eyes to discover the same hand of the same God directing me?

The food of the desert was a sign and promise of the food the Lord provides for we who gather in His name.  We too are called to hunger for the Lord, and discover His generous, feeding hand, in the gift of the Eucharist. How blessed we are to ‘remember’ our first meeting with the Lord in holy communion, but fail to recognize His presence today in the breaking of the bread.

We are reminded in the oldest biblical text, even before the gospel account of the Last Supper, that we share in the body of Christ, yes, that we are the body of Christ.
