A FRESH PERSPECTIVE ON THE SUNDAY READINGS

HIS WORD TODAY by Rev. William J. Reilly

 “On that day Jesus went out of the house and sat down by the sea. Such large crowds gathered around him that he got into a boat and sat down, and the whole crowd stood along the shore.  And he spoke to them at length in parables, saying: ‘a sower went out to sow… the seed sown on rich soil is the one who hears the word and understands it, who indeed bears fruit and yields a hundred, sixty or thirtyfold.’”

Let’s join Jesus at the seashore. How many we know are at the beach today. As they spend time away, may they look for the same Jesus.

What was it that called the attention of so many to come and listen to Him. He was the teacher, the healer, the consoler, the friend to so many.  Like charismatic preachers today, He captured their imaginations. Because they were a farming people, he used examples which were familiar to them.

The places where the seed fell, the path, rocky ground, the thorns are the many things which weaken the word in us. The rich soil is the person grounded in the things of gospel values, finding room in our hearts to grow and flourish. The famous “P’s” offer a framework for the parable to be fruitful. Find a Place for reflection, choose a Posture where you are comfortable, select a Passage which speaks to your heart and begin with the Praise of God who touches us, as Jesus impacted the crowds.

May you grow in your spiritual life through this simple practice, just as Jesus used the example of an ordinary seed to teach us.
