A FRESH PERSPECTIVE ON THE SUNDAY READINGS
HIS WORD TODAY by Rev. William J. Reilly
“There was a scholar of the law who stood up to test him and said, ‘Teacher what must I do to inherit eternal life?’ Jesus said to him, ‘What is written in the law? How do you read it?’ He said in reply, ‘You shall love the Lord, your God, with all your heart, with all your being, and with all your strength, and with all your mind, and your neighbor as yourself.’ He replied to him, ‘You have answered correctly; do this and you will live.’ … ‘And who is my neighbor?’”

Jesus the story teller portrayed the great message of the Good Samaritan. We know of the figures of the man, the robbers, the priest, the Levite and the Samaritan. Each one, like the scholar who asked the question were able to justify themselves. One had the courage to put the word of God into practice.

The person who asked the question already knew the biblical answer, but he was quite far from practicing it. The alien, the foreigner, the despised one, responded with the expression of love of God in all its aspects.

The law of the first testament of love of God and neighbor is like the coin in your pocket. It has two sides. Think of heads as love of God and tails as that love expressing our concern for the Christ in need. Paul tells us today that “Christ Jesus is the image of the invisibly God…” He became human to show us His face, not just in Palestine twenty centuries ago, but in those worthy of His love present among us.

Reading the story of the Good Samaritan Jesus asks me too “How do you read it?”
