A FRESH PERSPECTIVE ON THE SUNDAY READINGS

HIS WORD TODAY by Rev. William J. Reilly
“Faith is the realization of what is hoped for and evidence of things not seen… By faith Abraham obeyed when he was called to go out to a place that he was to receive as an inheritance; he went out not knowing where he was to go”… “Do not be afraid any longer, little flock, for your Father is pleased to give you the kingdom… For where your treasure is, there will your heart be.”

Of all the gifts we have received, the one that binds us all is the gift of faith. It has been given, not earned, and comes from a loving God who wishes to reveal Himself to us. Like grace, it is communicated to us, but requires, on our part, acceptance.

How often the miracles of Jesus speak of faith. The apostles ask that their faith may be increased, or to help their lack of faith. People who sought out Jesus, a leper, a blind person, a centurion – all came to ask Jesus to enter their lives, in their need, in a special way.

It is with the same faith that I ponder these words today. What is it I hope for? How can I open my eyes, the eyes of faith, to capture the evidence of the Lord in my life? Why is it that I admire the prayerful person fingering his beads, the charitable one visiting the sick or feeding the homeless. The driving force for so many of the good works we see is our faith in a loving God and seeing the Christ in the person in need. Perhaps they have been placed before us to help deepen our faith. Where is my treasure, where is my heart?
