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FOR THE WEEK





I can’t tell you how many members of our parish family have commented on how beautiful the rectory is looking since we began making some exterior improvements.  And truly it makes for a spectacular sight as you drive down Route 46 from Mine Hill – your attention is immediately drawn to it.   
What I thought would be remaking a back porch that was about to fall on someone’s head soon snowballed to many other repairs and details.  Having been provided with post cards of the way the building looked at the turn of the last century it was easy to go to town. I especially like the widows walk on the roof around the front rooms – of course to get out on it today we require you to walk through the medicine chest and sink in my bathroom.  Fr. Boyle very cleverly used the front stained glass window in the bathroom area. If you look carefully you can still see the doorknob under the window and that the window was really part of a door to go sit on the roof.  We initially thought we could save the footings and floors of the porches but that was not to be. Somewhere along the way, the center of the porch was reinforced and supported by a 2 ½ inch TREE limb. Both had to be completely rebuilt, only a bit of the roof on the front porch could be saved along with its details. Then having just about completed work on the front and back porch – the side one now looked so out of place, so it too received a make over.  And how beautiful it looks.
The most costly item was probably the new windows – 49 in the house and 14 more for Bermingham Hall.  We could instantly feel the difference in the house.  Many of the old ones did not open and others, when opened, had to be held up with dowels.  They were all bowed and made the place feel like a wind tunnel in the winter.  Hopefully the fuel bill will decrease somewhat this winter season. The masons repaired the crowns over 14 windows on the second floor and scaffolded both chimneys.  We have had interior wall water damage over the last years due to water infiltration.   Hopefully this problem will be solved for many years to come. The Religious Education Center received new front steps – they were an accident waiting to happen and the entrance to the cellar and its doors are new.  The garage merited a new roof also in the process. The one on there was the original one  from 1977.  
I’m told that one of my predecessors thought your house should be torn down.  I just didn’t think the community was ready for so drastic an action.  It is truly a beautiful house that with care should be around for many years to come.

Is there more work to be done?  Naturally – the 1950’s kitchen probably should be worked on.  We shall see next year -  if the Lord  and our parish family continue to  provide.  Maintenance is really never done.   My father always told me that one of the problems with our communities was that we never did preventive maintenance – and he was right on target in his thinking. 
Next for the Church is work on the chimney (take a look at it). And the main Rose window in the choir loft – check out the bottom and you’ll see the water damage being done in the loft – I suspect that is also what’s causing water damage to the wall in the reconciliation room.
Thought it was time to report on what has been going on to our physical plant probably since the beginning of June. I wouldn’t want there to be an elephant in the room. 
Thanks once again for your hard work and support in behalf of our parish family.  
As we celebrate the Feast of Christ The King and completing another Church year – may Advent and the New Year of Grace bring us all closer to the Lord Jesus whose coming we once again long for and await.
